MFMA Learning – software update No 1 
INSTRUCTIONS

Following the launch of MFMA Learning on 6 October and extensive use by learners it has emerged that a software patch is required to correct two matters, namely:
· Question 18 in module 6 (section 9) is not accepting the correct answer
· Learner results are not displaying correctly on the website in certain circumstances.

In order to rectify these faults it is necessary to download and run a patch on each computer running MFMA Learning:
Steps to follow in downloading the patch for the MFMA Learning program:

1. Access the National Treasury website (http://www.treasury.gov.za/mfma) 

2. In the menu on the left hand side click on “MFMA Learning”. 

3. Click on “Learner Login” or “Coordinator login” depending on your status
4. Log in with your ID and password (you must have previously registered)
5. Click on “Download” 

6. Select “Click here to Download the MFMA Learning Update.zip file” 

7. Click “Save” 

8. Select Local Disk (C:) and click “Open” 

9. Select “NT” folder and click “Open” 

10. Click “Save”. Please note that this can take some time to download depending on your internet connection speed. A 4.5 Mb zip file will be saved in the “NT” folder on your local disk (C:) 
11. Once loading is complete click on “Open Folder”
Please note that if the patch has been previously downloaded on your PC a message will be displayed asking if you want to replace it. Click on “Yes” and continue.

12. Right click on “MFMA Learning Update.zip” 

13. Select “Extract to folder C:\NT\MFMAlearningupdate" (on some versions it will say “Extract All”)
14. At this stage Winzip will launch. Click on “I Agree” and a folder will be created on your local disk (C:) called “MFMA Learning Update”

Please note that older versions of Winzip may display slight variations in the sequence 

15. Double click “MFMA Learning Update” folder 

16. Double click “MFMAlearningupdate” folder

17. Double click “MFMAlearningupdate1.exe” 
18. Click “Next” then “Next” then “Finish”
At this stage the patch will automatically update the MFMA Learning program and will then exit
19. You may resume normal use of the MFMA Learning at this stage as it is not necessary to reboot your computer.

Now that the software patch has been successfully installed it is necessary to load MFMA Learning and run the option to export your current results profile to the Learner Management System.
20. To do this load MFMA Learning and select “My Profile” on the main menu. Select the first option to “Export my profile to upload to the website” and follow the on screen instructions.
21. Click  “Export My Profile”

22. Click “OK” on screen indicating a successful export.
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
